
Connecting to our network

Counties Power Ltd., a trust owned company, owns the network of power lines that will bring

electricity to your new property. Electricity retailers are charged for using our lines to supply the

electricity. The Board of Directors and management are charged with operating a successful

business, with dividends being passed to the Trustees for our users who are also the beneficiaries.

CAPITAL CONTRIBUTION

Since 1925 users in the Counties network area have shared in the

cost of building the network as well as sharing in the benefits it has

provided. Since incorporation, the company has remained owned

by those people connected to it.

Users connecting a property to the network for the first time are

required to pay a Capital Contribution. Payment of Capital

Contribution means that existing users do not pay the extra costs of

connecting new developments. It also ensures that customers with new

connections share equitably in the benefits of the network that the

community has built up over the decades.

New users may be connected to the same point you are, but allowance

has been made for this in assessing your Capital Contribution.

Counties Power will not generally connect power to a property

until any Capital Contribution owing has been paid. You can

check with Counties Power whether this payment has been

made.

SUMMARY OF COSTS
If you are connecting a new property to our networkthe following costs will apply:

- Capital Contribution (see section on CapitalContribution);
- contractor cost for installing the service line;- cost for connecting to the network if yourcontractor is not approved for this;

- BuilderÕs Temporary Supply inspection;- inspect, meter and liven when the developmentis complete.
These costs will vary according to the location of theproperty, the contractors carrying out work on yourbehalf and the electricity retailer you choose.
